All of President Trump’s Executive Orders and Memoranda

President Donald Trump has issued executive orders and memoranda — which presidents increasingly use interchangeably and are
equally legally binding — at a faster pace than former President Barack Obama from the beginning of their respective presidencies.
Trump has wielded his executive power most often for issues related to energy and the environment, national security and trade.

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Directs the Education secretary to prioritize STEM education, with a goal of awarding at least
$200 million in grants every yearto promote STEM education, especially in computer science.

Directs Education secretary to review rules or guidance amended by ESSA, rescinding

Moves initiative on HBCUs to White House and creates board of advisers to increase

Calls on agencies to review anything that could burden energy production, especially oil, natural
gas, coal and nuclear energy. Revokes E.O. 13653 and three of Obama’s memoranda related to
climate change, as well as the President's Climate Action Plan and another report on reducing
methane emissions. Directs Interior secretary to review several oil and gas rules.

Directs the EPA and Army Corps of Engineers to review controversial Waters of the U.S. rule,
which expanded the type of waterways protected under the Clean Water Act,
and to issue a proposed rule to either revise or rescindit

Instructs the Army Corps of Engineers to conduct an expedited review and approval
of requests to construct the Dakota Access pipeline

Requires chairman of the White House Council on Environmental Equality to determine
whether requests for infrastructure projects are “high priority” within 30 days after request
